Camp Clothing Guidelines
No clothing with vulgar wording or suggestive language / innuendo.
No clothing advertising alcohol, tobacco, other drugs, etc.
Shorts must have at least a 2” inseam and must be an adequate length for sitting on the floor.
No undergarments shall be showing.
No pajamas are to be worn outside of the cabins.
No string bikinis will be allowed at the waterfront.
Other clothing issues will be at the discretion of the camp staff. Participants will be asked by camp staff or
directors to change clothes if wearing clothing fitting the above categories is otherwise deemed inappropriate.

DIRECTIONS TO CAMP WOW
Camp Walk on Water is located 2.6 miles east of highway 75 near Gerty, Oklahoma.

Coming From Dallas:

Take highway 75 north through Atoka, Oklahoma. Continue on Highway 75 out of Atoka to Coalgate. Going
through Coalgate Highway 75 turns right and head due north. From that turn to the camp road is approximately
18 miles. You will turn right (east) on the dirt road at the Gerty road sign. (Gerty is a little community just west
of camp. It is the black top road to the left off of hwy75. Don’t go to Gerty, please come to camp!) We are
located 2.6 miles down on the left as you come down the dirt road. See you soon!

Coming from Oklahoma City, Tulsa, or Arkansas:

Take highway 75 south from interstate 40. Stay on highway 75 through Calvin, Oklahoma. (From Calvin to the
camp road turnoff is approximately 8.5 miles.) Stay on hwy 75 south until you see the Gerty road sign. At the
Gerty sign you take a left onto a dirt road. (Gerty is a small community just west of camp. It is the blacktop road
to the right of hwy75. Don’t go to Gerty, please come to camp!) Take a left onto the dirt road. Come down the
dirt road 2.6 miles and the camp is on the left! See you soon!
